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Abstract
The annotation should summarize the main points of the paper why reader should read your paper and what should be expected. Annotation length should be about 1000 characters (with spaces). The annotation is 12 points, Times New Roman, justified.

Keywords: the keywords are, 12 points, Times New Roman, italic, justified.
General requirements
The paper volume is not less than 8 pages (including list of references). Margins are as following: top – 2 cm, bottom – 2 cm, left – 2.5 cm, right – 1.5 cm. Spaces between lines is 1.5 points. Indentation of the first line is 1.5 cm. 
The title of the paper is in capital letters, 20 points, Times New Roman, bold, centred. The author’s name, organization and country are 12 points, Times New Roman, left.

Headings

All level headings are typed in 12 points, Times New Roman, bold, left. There’s a 12 points space before the heading. 
Figures, tables and equations

Figures and tables should be placed as close as possible to where they are referred to. Figures and tables should be numbered separately and consecutively. 

Figure’s number and title are typed in 12 points, Times New Roman, bold, centered (see Figure 1). If figure is by other author, reference should be indicated.

Table’s number and title are typed in 12 points, Times New Roman, bold, centered (see Table 1). Text in the tables are typed in 10 points, Times New Roman.

All equation numbers should be placed on separate lines and numbered consecutively. Equation numbers should be placed within parentheses (1).
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Referring

The information sources are referenced in the text within parentheses, inside which the author and publication year are stated e.g. (Surname, 2016), (Surname1, 2016; Surname2, 2016). Publication of two authors is referred to as follows: (Surname1 and Surname2, 2008), publication of three or more authors is referred to as follows: (Surname et al., 2008). 

If the name of the author is referred to in the text, the year of publication is indicated within parentheses, e.g. “Surname (2015) notes that…”

If the same author is referred to in a paragraph, the year of publication is omitted.

When a publication is authored by an organisation or has no author, the title of the organisation or publication and the year of publication are indicated: (Organization, 2016).

Publications by the same author with the same year of publication should be differentiated by letters a, b, c, etc. after the year of publication, e.g. (Surname1, 2012a, 2016b, 2016c; Surname1, 2016).
References

The list of references has to be arranged alphabetically according to the first author. The title “References” and the list are typed in 10 points, Times New Roman, numbered, justified.
Publications by the same author(s) should be listed in order of the year of the publication. Please note that all references listed here must be directly cited in the body of the text.
